Fact

· That 84 cents of every dollar raised is used to directly help our community. That means only 16 cents is used for administrative costs. This is far below the national average of 26% for most charitable organizations.

· That every dollar raised in Simcoe County STAYS in Simcoe County. So if you work in Toronto and you want the money to stay in the community that you reside in you can ensure that by specifying this on your form

· Every United Way is an independent United Way, so the money raised in each independent body stays there.

· That United Way supports children, people with special needs, seniors, homeless, youth, and women, through the various agencies that United way funds and the programs it has established in its 40 years of existence.

· United Way is first and foremost a community builder.
